I wish to welcome you warmly to your meeting which Hana Frankacova told me will be held on 
Saturday February 10, 2024. The meeting is very important and timely in view of the present 
situation in our world.

 Praying of the Rosary 

 Entrusting the lives of the children to the Immaculate Heart of Mary

televised to over 140 nations. If not possible, pray with your children in your home. Considering 
the condition of the world and the horrific suffering of our world’s children, please participate in 
any way you can on this very special Fatima celebration of May 13.
